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DROUGHT CONDITIONS

Not much of a change in drought conditions
compared to last week: About 61 percent of the
state remains in drought with another 27 percent
transitioning into or out of drought. Reservoirs are
67 percent full, about 15 percentage points below
normal and on a slight downward trend typical for
this time of year.
