March is starting off well with drought severity
decreasing in north-central Texas and statewide
reservoir storage, as of last Thursday, up 0.9

percentage points (up 1.3 as of Monday morning).

Dallas area reservoirs were up 2.6 percentage
points as of Thursday (up 4.4 as of Monday
morning). And more rain is expected.
