The latest drought map for conditions 
as of March 15 shows continued 
expansion and intensification of 
drought across our state. Severe or 
worse drought impacts 70 percent of 
the state, the largest extent since July 
2013. Exceptional drought, the most 
severe category, impacts 9 percent of 
the state.
