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Water conditions
The latest drought map for conditions 
as of May 7 shows a small decrease in 
drought from the previous week, the 
second consecutive week that drought 
has declined. In the past week, drought 
contraction in Central Texas exceeded 
drought expansion in South Texas.

April precipitation
April precipitation averaged 
2.86 inches across the state, 
about half an inch more than 
normal, but local conditions 
varied widely. Parts of East 
Texas received more than 20 
inches of rainfall while most 
of West Texas received less 
than a tenth of an inch for 
the month.
