Lake Falcon storage

Moisture from Tropical Storm Alberto helped storage in Lake Falcon in South Texas increase 3.5 percentage
points in the last two weeks, the largest two-week increase since April 2023. However, the lake needs more help
because storage remains almost 20 percentage points less than normal for the time of year.
