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Water conditions
The latest drought map for conditions 
as of August 6 shows an increase 
in the area of the state impacted by 
drought, the first weekly increase in the 
last six weeks. In the last week, large 
areas of the Panhandle and West Texas 
experienced one category of drought 
degradation.
