The latest drought map for conditions
as of September 17 shows an increase
in drought, the first increase in three
weeks. In the last week, improvements
in East, Central, and South Texas didn’t
keep pace with degradations in Central
and North Texas and the Panhandle.

La Nifa conditions are
expected to develop
and bring a drier- and
warmer-than-normal
weather pattern to
Texas this fall and early
winter. As a result,

Service anticipates
more drought in the
Panhandle and North
Texas through the end
of the year.
